The Red Zone, Defined

The Red Zone is...

a period from the beginning of orientation till the start
of winter break when over 50% of campus sexual
assaults occur, with particular risk from the start of

move-in to the beginning of Thanksgiving break.

Their office
can connect you with resources where you can discuss your
experience and seek help if you need it. I can’t promise an outcome,
but I can promise that there are options available to you if you are
interested. If there is anything that you need to feel safer on campus,
you can speak with one of the Civil Rights Intake Coordinators.”

» It was your fault.
* You could have avoided ithadyou _____________.
* You wanted it./You were asking for it.
 It’s not that big of a deal; it happens to a lot of people.
« I don’t believe you.
* Don’t even bother reporting.
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Your Duty to
Report as OSU
Staff & Faculty
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Your Duty to Report

= All university employees, except those exempt by legal privilege of confidentiality or expressly
identified as a confidential reporter, must report incidents of sexual assault immediately.

= In addition to the requirement of reporting incidents of sexual assault, the following university
members must also report other incidents of discrimination, harassment, sexual misconduct, and
prohibited relationships when they receive a disclosure or become aware of information that would
lead a reasonable person to believe that discrimination, harassment, sexual misconduct, or
prohibited relationships may have occurred involving anyone covered under this policy. These
individuals must report all knowing information as soon as practicable but at most within 5 workdays
of becoming aware of such information:

1. Any human resource professional;

2. Anyone who supervises faculty, staff, students, or volunteers;
3. Chair/director; and

4. Faculty member.
